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Confirmation Class 2010 

What is Your Statement of Faith? 
Perhaps you wrote it many years ago in Sunday school.  Perhaps you 
never wrote it.  Perhaps you think of it . . . often, sometimes, never.  
Perhaps you say, “I believe in God the Father Almighty.”  And if you do 
say it, you know it means something different to the mind of every voice 
that utters it.  Are these thoughts that are going through the minds of our 
young people who are contemplating joining the church in May? Will they 
decide to confirm the baptismal vows made for them? 

Confirmation Class offers a time for youth ninth grade and up to meet 
and explore the basics of the Christian faith for several weeks, in order 
that they may make an informed decision about joining the church.  The 
class will culminate in a meeting with Session in May, and those who join 
the church at that time will be recognized in worship on May 23, 
Pentecost Sunday.  

The Confirmation Class of 2010 was launched with a weekend at Hebron 
Center on March 19-21.  Glenn Leupold and Christy D’Ambrosio were 
the leaders, and had five youth along for a time of learning and fun.  The 
youth who attended the retreat were Araglin Kite, Margaret Leupold, 
Mackenzie Robinson, Jason Scarlett and Ekong Takor.  Two other youth 
are interested in being in the class but were unable to attend the retreat.  
Our weather was great, the food delicious, the fun and fellowship was 
wonderful. 

We learned about God, and why people believe in God.  We talked about 
Jesus’ life and how it fulfilled prophecy about the coming of the messiah, 
as well as what he stood for and taught.  We discussed what the church 
does as its mission, envisioning the perfect church building required to 
fulfill that mission. 

In April Christy D’Ambrosio met with the young people to begin a series 
of “Brunch and Discuss” sessions where they brunch at a local 
restaurant and discuss issues that came up during Confirmation class 
and the year’s Christian education curriculum. 

The class will meet for several more Sundays in May to work on their 
faith statements that will be presented to the Session.  Hold them all in 
your prayers!  And, consider with them, “What is my statement of faith?”

I’ve known for a long time that we know nothing about love, that we do not have 
love, until we give it away.  Grandma showed me this very clearly during my 
choir-directing days in church. I loved Grandma, and I thought that Grandma 
loved me, but I doubted her. In a sense, Grandma was the organ, and the organ 
was Grandma; it was an extension of her. She lived with Grandpa, and if 
Grandpa was her love, then the organ was her vocation.  

Grandpa was old and not well.  It wasn’t a surprise to anyone when one morning 
Grandpa simply did not wake up.  People asked, “Who will play the organ for the 
funeral?”  Her daughter, my aunt, called me. “Madeleine, she wants to play the 
organ for his funeral.  What shall we do?”  My response was, “You can’t take the 
organ away from Grandma, on that day of all days.  Let her do whatever she 
wants to do.”  Grandma played, of course.  She got a friend to play an anthem 
but she sat at the organ for the rest of the service. 

Not long after this, a man and his wife started some vicious and absurdly untrue 
gossip about my husband and me and three other couples with jobs in the 
church.  Basically the accusation was that we were all Communist agents.  It 
would have been funny except for one thing: people were eager to believe the 
lies.  It was during the sad reign of Senator Joseph McCarthy; witch-hunting was 
in the air; but we were still unprepared.  The other three couples asked if they 
could come over for a conference.  Someone said, “If that’s the way they feel 
about us, if they want us out of the church, then I think we ought to get out. I 
don’t mean that we should stop coming to church, but we shouldn’t hold any 
offices in it.” 

I was the lone voice saying, “No! ... If we resign, it’s admitting that they’re right 
about us.”  But I gave in so the resignation would be unanimous.  We wrote it out 
and sent it in. When I walked into the church Grandma was there to meet me.  
Now, I was certain that Grandma would have heard the whole sorry tale from 
many people, including those who would like to see us put down. Grandma said 
to me, “Madeleine, I just want you to know that if you go, I go too.”  Grandma 
was offering to give up the organ.  She was giving me herself.  That absolute 
gesture of love is what remains with me. 

The church tore up our resignation.  The gossip blew over.  Grandma gave me 
herself, and so helped me to give myself.

Thank you to all those who supported our One 
Great Hour of Sharing Easter offering. Our total 
(as of this writing) is $3091. Our denomination 
divides this into three  components:  

•  36% goes to the Presbyterian Hunger 
Program, which will help aid organizations  to 
provide 400 tons of seed to Haiti this year to 
help increase food  production or go to grants 
for Fair Trade projects that help farmers get fair 
prices for what they produce. 

•  32% goes to the Presbyterian Disaster 
Assistance program that responds to  
disasters, such as the Haiti earthquake, with 
immediate supplies of food and shelter or long 
term  assistance, as in Katrina rebuilding 
programs on our Gulf Coast. 

•  32% goes to the Self-Development of 
People. This program awards grants to groups 
that seek to change the structures that 
perpetuate inequality and injustice by allowing 
people to carry out programs that the groups 
put together – both in the U.S. and abroad. 

We will soon have another opportunity to have 
a positive effect on the lives of others.  Unlike 
One Great Hour of Sharing, the Pentecost 
Offering on May 23rd, allows our congregation 
to keep 40% with the understanding that we 
will use it to work with children-at-risk in our 
own community and/or youth and young adult 
ministries. FOCUS’ new Computers for Kids 
program is eligible, and will receive our local 
share of this offering! The General Assembly’s 
portion (60%) provides leadership development 
opportunities for Presbyterian youth and young 
adults and supports children-at-risk programs 
at the national level. One of these programs is 
encouraging young adults (YAVs) to volunteer 
for a year in various ministries in the US and 
overseas.
